Private Clarence Roy Edson enlisted into the 4th reinforcements, 48th Battalion Australian Imperial Force on the 1st day of February 1916 at 2nd depot Battalion AIF Adelaide. He embarked Adelaide on the “HMAT Ballarat” on the 12th day of August 1916, disembarking at Plymouth, England on the 30th day of September 1916.
On the 28th day of December he embarked England, disembarking at Estaples, France on the 30th of September.
Private Edson marched out to the 48th Battalion based at Albury Camp on the 5th day of February 1917. He was taken on strength on the 6th day of February and marched to Townsville Camp arriving on the 15th day of February 1917.  

The Battalion marched out to Bulls Trench arriving on the 17th day of February 1917 and experienced very heavy artillery and trench mortar. They moved onto Mametz on the 25th of February and onto Becourt on the 27th day of February 1917. Moving forward they arrived at Henencourt Wood on the 1st day of March and then began attack training on the 10th day of March 1917.
Private Edson became sick with pleurisy on the 15th day of March and was admitted to the Rouen Hospital, France the following day. On the 20th day of April he was transferred to England on the 28th day of April 1917 and admitted on the 29th to the 2nd Australian Auxiliary Hospital, Southall, England. He was discharged on the 7th day of June to Weymouth, Dorset, England and embarked on the hospital transporter “Euripides” on the 21st day of July for Australia, disembarking at Fremantle, WA on the 12th day of September 1917. He re embarked on the “Nestor”, and disembarked on the 20th day of September 1917.
Private Edson was discharged – medically unfit on the 16th day of November 1917.
