AN was
quet anti] 7 p.m., when hel' agnin was et
looee, The Turks erept up with guns on
the left flank under cover of the thick
bush, but they were seen by the man in an

They were a'lowed
to get into pomtion, when =x datticships
and three hatteries oprned fire on them.

Our ship had four narrow
escapes, ’!‘ge first abeil lobbed about 20
ynrJ:’to the rear of our boat, and the se-
cond one just missad the funne! as it bumed
and finished by hitting the watee just
in front of the boat. It was the nearest
to it [ have ever been, The other two
came on either wide of the vessel, causing
the sea-spray to come over its side.”
