PINKNEY Frederick James – 311
Frederick was the son of Alfred Henry PINKNEY & Margaret WHEATON and was born on the 27th of May 1883 in Unley, SA. 
Frederick was the 4th child born into the family of 6 children.

His parents were married on the 8th of October 1877 at the residence of Mr Charles Howe, Pichi Richi, SA.
His father was the son of Isaac PINKNEY & Caroline ZOBEL and was born on the 25th of December 1855 in Adelaide, SA. 
His mother was the daughter of Jeremia WHEATON and was born in 1856 
His mother appeared in the Adelaide Police Court in February 1886 on the charge of neglecting her 3 children; Samuel, Frederick & Emma Jane.

She had left the children, quite some days earlier, with a person at Parkside, promising to pay for their support.

She never returned to pay the support and the neglected children; having no home, were sent to State Children’s Department.

Their mother was sent to gaol for 1 month.
He was sentenced until he turned 16 years of age.

Frederick was 3 years old when he was boarded out to Mr William Wyatt, of Macclesfield on the 5th of March 1886.

His brother; Isaac Samuel, also boarded with the Wyatt family.
Their sister; Annie Jane, joined them 7 weeks later.

Frederick attended the Macclesfield Primary School.
He was transferred on the 18th of May 1887 to Mr George Rawlings, a carriage maker,  of East Street, Brompton, SA. 
His siblings were transferred with him.

They were recalled to the State Children’s Department within the month as the home was unsuitable.
On the 1st of July 1887, the three siblings were transferred to Mr Joseph Lacey, of Wistow.

They attended the Wistow Primary School until July 1896.

On the 11th of July 1896 he was transferred to Mr James Davies, a farmer, of Dublin. 
His siblings were not transferred with him.

3 years later, Mr Davies sold his farm and Frederick was then transferred to Mr Evan Sherrah, a farmer, of Dublin.
He remained with Mr Sherrah until his sentence was completed in May 1899.
His father died in March 1894. It appears he was horse-hunting, lost the track, and perished from thirst and exhaustion. His body was found a week after he left the camp. He and his brother were at the time in the neighbourhood of Lake Austin, WA.
Frederick moved to Owen, SA.

In 1904 he was the Secretary of the Owen Mutual Class.
He was involved in the Owen football club and was a boundary umpire.
He was in the Dalkey Rifle Club for 3 years.
Frederick was a mechanic.
Frederick enlisted into the 10th Battalion, H Company on the 25th of August 1914 in Morphettville, SA and was allotted the service number 311.
He listed a friend; Miss Ada Seymour Nimmo, of Little Archer Street, North Adelaide as next of kin. 
In later correspondence she claimed to be his intended wife.

Frederick was Killed in Action on the 8th of May 1915 on the Gallipoli Peninsula.
He was buried in the Browns Dip Cemetery; Row 2, A, Grave 16.

The cemetery is located about ½ mile SE of ANZAC Cove.
