[bookmark: _GoBack]These are the World War II letters of my grandfather, Capt. Hugh Leonard Quigley, to his young daughter Elvie-Ann born in 1934 and his wife Dorothy.  It also mentions has son, Hugh Edward, who was born December 1940 while he was overseas.  

He sailed from Tasmania to Melbourne and onto Fremantle, Cape Town South Africa, Freetown in Sierra Leone to England.  I have a diary of his voyage.  It was written in pencil and is very difficult to read.  My grandmother started writing over it in pen.  With this help of computer enhancement I have been able transcribe it and I have uploaded it too.

He spent time in Salisbury, England and in Palestine and later returned to Warwick Queensland to help with the war with Japan.
