Following is a brief comparison between two key clusters of data for J. R. Mudge—his ‘Attestation Form’ - data gathered at enlistment, and his ‘Proceedings for Discharge’ - gathered obviously at discharge. 
World War II was declared on 3 September 1939. While the war in Europe ended with the unconditional surrender of the Germans on 7 May 1945, it was not until 14 August 1945 that the Japanese capitulated as a direct result of the atom bombs being dropped by the Americans on Hiroshima and Nagasaki. With James Robert Mudge fighting in the New Guinea region, the latter date is the most significant. He was therefore discharged some 11 months after the Japanese surrender, perhaps because of ‘mopping up’ operations(?).
