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Law student FIRST place in this year's University exams in Elements of Law and Legal and Constitutional History, and again in the Law of Contracts, was taken by Mr. V. Apostoloff-Papadimitriou, of Tapley's Hill Toad, Fulham. Assuming---correctly-that he was a Greek, I asked him today how he did so well in subjects which, you'd think, would require a very thorough knowledge of the English language. He told me that when he came here from Greece with his family, at the age of 13, he learned to speak perfect English in four months. He takes no particular credit for it; Europeans are gifted that way, he thinks. He speaks five languages. Serving with the AIF in the islands, he did second year University Latin; and he did his first-year law by correspondence, too.
