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The North Eastern Soldiers Memorial Hospital, Scottsdale, Tasmania Pictorial Honour Roll (PHR)
commemorates that supreme sacrifice of 45 men from and associated with the north east of Tasmania, and
the area of Scottsdale in particular. The PHR includes one VC winner, Lieutenant Alfred Edward Gabley 28
Battalion who was awarded his VC for his actions at Amiens on the 8™ of August 1918. He was killed by a
sniper in the same area three days later. Other decorations include one MC (Major Augustus Woods, 26"
Bn) and three MM'’s (Pte Ferdinand Church, 26 Bn; Dvr Alfred Jones, 4™ MG Coy; and Sgt Clarence Ransom,
7™ Brig FA). The board was donated by the Hon AW Loone whose son Pte Henry Loone (4™ Field Ambulance)
was fatally wounded at the Battle of Menin Road on 20/9/1917.
