On 4th October 1917, East of Ypres, he displayed conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty in action. This man led an attack against hostile machine gun which was holding up part of our advance. He, himself, shot four of the crew and put the gun out of action. In this and other ways he showed power of leadership unusual in a Private, and succeeded in allowing our advance to proceed.
